International Summer Schools of Greek Language and Greek Culture

Thrace Treasury, in cooperation with the Hellenic Association of Olympic Winners, the Greek Language School “Alexander the Great” and the Association for the Promotion of Greek language, organize the 16th and 17th International Summer School of Holistic Experiential Greek language learning and acquaintance with Greek culture.
International Summer Schools are part of the Program: “Greece, International School of Culture”, which has been inaugurated by Thrace Treasury in Thrace, in 1996, and are implemented yearly in historical places of Greece. More than 3.000 young people, High School and University students and young scientists becoming from Balkan countries (Albania, Bulgaria, Serbia, FYROM), from Europe (Germany, Georgia, Holland, Latvia, Poland), from Asia (Taiwan), from Middle East and East Mediterranean (Egypt, Jordan, Israel, Palestine), and Latin America (Chile), as well from Russia, have been participated in 15 International Summer Schools that taken place in Ancient Avdera - Thrace, Ancient Olympia - Peloponnese, in Dion - Macedonia and in Kastelorizo - Dodecanese. 
They address to young students and scientists from all over the world, Greeks from abroad and foreigners who wish to learn the Greek language and obtain acquaintance with the Greek culture by combining innovative methods of language teaching through art and culture activities with summer vacations in Greece. 

The curriculum is based on applying innovative methods of holistic and experiential Greek language teaching through Greek songs, ancient theater (Sophocles, Euripides, and Aeschylus), traditional dances learning, as well Greek Philosophy and Greek language etymology lessons. The courses are daily and divided in two morning teaching zones. 

Experienced trainers (musicians, philologists, theater and dance teachers) under the supervision of the Schools Scientific Committee are responsible for implementing the curriculum, in the framework of which educational trips and visits to places of historical value (archaeological areas, Museums in Macedonia and Thrace) have been scheduled.

In addition, invited talks will be offered within every School, by distinguished and internationally known Greeks, such as the Mathematician Nikos Lygeros and the Anthropologist Aris Poulianos. 
The International Summer Schools’ Organizational Committee is consisted of personalities, such as –among others- the internationally renowned pianist and composer Mimis Plessas, the Gold Medal Olympic Winner Demosthenis Tampakos, and the violinist Kyriakos Gouventas. Members of the Scientific Committee are University Professors, Academic teachers, as well other scientists and artists.
Thrace Treasury International Summer Schools are under the auspices of the General Secretary for Greeks Abroad of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

16th I.S.S. will take place in Dion - Macedonia in the period of July 20-31, 2012, in Mediterranean Village Hotel facilities, while 17th I.S.S. in Alexandroupoli – Thrace, between August 3 – 13, 2012, in Thraki Palace Hotel facilities. Every School offers the possibility of participation to 25 persons of 18 years and over.
